¶ 24 hour Telephone Counselling helpline - 0800 197 4513 - always 

answered by professionally qualified counsellors.  

¶ Information Specialists (available 8.00 a.m. to 8.00 p.m. Monday to 

Friday) who are Citizens Advice trained and experienced and who can 

provide information and advice on a wide range of issues including: debt, 

housing, family and personal concerns, benefits, legal enquiries, health 

related issues, consumer, travel, transport and holiday problems.  

 

¶ Referral for short term  Face to Face counselling (up to 3 sessions per 

referral to a local counsellor). The first session usually takes place within 

just 5 working days so no waiting lists to see someone when you need to 

talk through any concerns.  

 

¶ Immediate family members are also eligible to access all telephone based 

support from óCare Firstô.  When an immediate family member calls the 

helpline, they need to be clear that they have access via a relative who is a 

NARPO Member. 

  

Employing professionally qualified staff, óCare Firstô has a great deal of 

experience in providing support for the practical and emotional aspects of a very 

wide range of issues, including relationship concerns, money matters and legal 

enquiries. 

 

 These services are available free of charge to all NARPO members 24 hours a 

day every day of the year.  

 

 Counselling takes place over the telephone which means it is immediately 

available whenever you may need the support.  The service is confidential and 

óCare Firstô adheres fully to the Code of Ethics of the British Association for 

Counselling and Psychotherapy.
